   Ephesians 1: 13-14,  The Holy Spirit was sent from the Father 


as “a pledge” (down payment) of the believers inheritance. 




The Spirit’s Two-fold Ministry:  Jesus declared that the 



primary ministry of the Holy Spirit would be that of conviction 



and guidance by revelation.

1. The Holy Spirit brings conviction to the world.

2. He gives guidance by revelation to the believer.





I.  “And He, when He comes, will convict the world.....”  (v.8)




     A.  Conviction Vs Condemnation


1. Conviction draws people to Jesus.

2. Condemnation belittles and drives people away from Jesus. (one of the Devil’s tools)



3.  The “law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus” sets the believer free 



from condemnation.  (Romans 8: 1-2)




     B.  “..... concerning sin, because they do not believe in Me;” (v.9)




1.  The essence of sin is the rejection of Jesus Christ as Savior and 



Lord (which amount to “unbelief”).



2.  Without the Holy Spirit’s ministry of the conviction of sin, no one 



would ever come to salvation.



3.  As believers, we need to pray that the Holy Spirit will have a full 



ministry of conviction.


                 C.  “concerning righteousness, because I go to the Father and    


you no longer see Me; (v.10)



1.  The Jews rejected Jesus because:




a.  They were looking for a Davidic king (political ruler).





- They did not view Isaiah 53, as being strongly 






Messianic.





-  While Jesus did come as “the suffering servant”, He 





will return as “the conquering King”.




b.  Jesus referred to Himself as “the Son of Man”.





- The Jewish mind understood that phrase to refer to a 





pre-existent spiritual being.




c.  Jesus allowed Himself to be “hung” on a tree.





- Deuteronomy 21: 23, says “for he who is hanged is 





accursed of God”.




- In the Jewish mind, that totally disqualified Jesus from 





being the Messiah.





- They did not understand that Jesus, the Lamb of God, 





had to become a curse for us in order to pay the 





price of our redemption.



2.  The coming of the Holy Spirit validated the righteousness and 



holiness of Jesus Christ.




a.  Acts 2, manifestations are glorious but that was not the 




reason the disciples were excited on the Day of 





Pentecost.




b.  Since the Holy Spirit had come, it meant that Jesus had 




indeed rejoined the Father.





- That, in itself, proved that Jesus Christ was just exactly 





who He said He was.





-  It also meant that John 14:20, was now fulfilled.



3.  Every time a believer is baptized in the Holy Spirit it is another 



confirmation of the righteousness and holiness of Jesus Christ.





D.  “... concerning judgment, because the ruler of this world 



has been judged”.  (v.11)

1. At the Cross, and by His resurrection, Jesus triumphed over Satan and the forces of darkness.

· Colossians 2: 15  / Amplified Bible


 
[God] disarmed the principalities and powers that were ranged against us and made a bold display and public example of them, in triumphing over them in Him (Jesus) and in it [the cross].


2.  Jesus served notice that Divine judgment will indeed be coming to 



all unbelievers.





II.  The Ministry of the Holy Spirit to Believers



A.  The Holy Spirit: our Helper  (John 14: 16, 26; 15: 26; 16: 7,)




1. The Greek word:  “parakletos”  [par-ak’-lay-tos]




(paraclete, Strongs #3875)




a. It means: intercessor, counselor, advocate, comforter.




b. Literally it carries the ideas of: advising, exhorting, 





comforting,
strengthening, interceding, and encouraging.



2.  He is called “the Spirit of truth”, not the Spirit of error.




a. Therefore, we do not need to live in constant fear of being 




mislead or of falling into error.




b. Luke 11: 11-13,  (Note that the serpent and the scorpion both 




satanic images.)



B.  “He will guide you into all truth”  (v.13)




1.  Why can the Holy Spirit be trust?





a. Because He will not speak of this own initiative.





b. This is just like Jesus in John 5: 19 & 30. 




2.  Being guided into “truth” means being lead into an ever 



    expanding relationship with Jesus Christ and the Father.   



    (John 14:6)

   C.  “He will speak; and He will disclose to you what is to come.”  (v.13)



1.  The Holy Spirit is constantly speaking.

a. The problem is often that we are not listening or that we don’t know how to listen.

b. Secular society and the traditional church have not encouraged people to “hear from God”.





- “Why is it that when we talk to God it is called prayer, 





but when God talks with us it is called psychotic?”

2.  God wants His people to know and understand the “signs of the 



times”.

· It is said that when Jerusalem fell in 70 AD that not a single Christian was in the city.

·  While “no man knows the day or the hour” of Christ’s return, the Holy Spirit does want to reveal the “season”.


D.  “He will glorify Me,”  (v.14)

· Every time the Holy Spirit gives us a new revelation of Jesus and His Word, Jesus Christ is glorified.

· Since everything of the Father now belongs to Jesus, the Holy Spirit brings revelation of the Father as well.
