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God of the Impossible

(Mary’s Visitation)




  “For with God nothing is ever impossible, and no word from God 


shall be without power or impossible of fulfillment.”  






Luke 1:37, Amplified Bible  
· We serve a God of the impossible.

· I remember years ago the young author who wrote the book entitled, “I Love the Word Impossible”.  She was a “bubbly little gal with so much energy.  Her book……her testimony was full of examples of how God did the impossible.

· What the angel Gabriel spoke to Mary was the most “perplexing” (v.29); the most impossible scenario she had ever heard of.
· No wonder the angel told Mary “do not be afraid”. (v.30)
· Perhaps you are facing an impossible situation.  I believe that God wants to give you hope for the future…….He is the God of the Impossible.





READ:  Luke 1:26-38
· In spite of her fears, Mary exercised faith.

· She embraced the impossible…….she embraced the Word.




   (v.27)  “……..to a virgin” (Spiritual Key)

· Mary had kept herself pure.

· (Insight)  Faithfulness and obedience to God’s Word allows us to be in a position where God can do “a creative miracle” in our lives.





(v.28)  “Greetings favored one!  The Lord is with you.”     


· Favored one = filled with grace

· It is the same word that is used in Ephesians 1:6, where it says that “all” who believe in Christ are are said to be “filled with grace”. 

· (Eph. 1:6)  “to the praise of the glory of His grace, which He freely bestowed on us in the Beloved.”  (Only used twice in the N.T.)
· It is “the glory of His grace” that has been FREELY bestowed on us “in the Beloved”.  (That is Divine acceptance …. something we did not deserve and could not earn.)

· (Notice that)   Mary was told twice (double confirmation) that she had “the favor of God”. (v.28, 30)
· The Lord = (Kurios / koo’-ree-os; #2962) the One who is supreme in authority over the earth.




      The Revelation & the Confirmation

(Spiritual Principle)  Whenever God gives us a revelation, He will also 

give us sources of confirmation.
· The Revelation

1. A miracle conception 

2. A Son……you shall call Him Jesus

3. The Son of the Most High  ---- “Son of” means: the same as.

4. God will give Him the throne of David 

5. His reign over the house of Jacob will be forever.
· Remember, Mary was still a teenager!  But, she was old enough to know “the facts of life”.  It is clear from her words that she was and planned to stay a virgin! (See verse  34)




The Prophetic Confirmation: 

“For with God nothing is ever impossible, and no word from God shall 
be without power or impossible of fulfillment.” (v. 37 Amplified Bible)
· Elizabeth was the confirmation and a living proof that God could do the impossible.

1. Your cousin Elizabeth is pregnant.

2. It’s a boy.

3. She is already in her 6th month.

· Elizabeth was old (we don’t know how old)…….she was called “barren”.  [Can’t you just hear the women talking behind her back?]

· Elizabeth’s greeting was another confirmation.  (v.42) 

· (Note)  The phrase “Mother of God” is not found in Scripture.





Mary embraced the Impossible.


· Mary got into agreement with God:  “may it be done to me according to your word.”

· Mary got into ………Faith.

· (Insight)  This was not “blind” faith.  This was faith based on a revelation, a promise, and very specific confirmations (i.e. related to Elizabeth).

· Therefore, Mary’s Magnificat (v.46-55) is a celebration, an overflow, of faith and thanksgiving to God. 

· One Bible scholar has noted that there are 15 recognizable Old Testament reference in The Magnificat.  No doubt it is an indication to how much the O.T. was known and loved in the home in which Jesus was raised. 





What about you and me?

· We need to embrace the impossible in our lives.

· Whatever God has promised………whatever He has declared that He will do in our lives…….will be done!

· There is “hope for the hopeless”.

· We serve a God who makes “the impossible” possible!
